Insert shelves into slots of uprights.
Level, if necessary by adjusting screw-
levelers on bottom of legs.

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Lay flat; place brace on outside; 1
slip 2 large bolts through brace
and leg; then apply washer and
nut; attach small bolts through
brace into upright. i
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Bolt bottom and top Connector Bars and “Z"”-Brace to leg/uprights.
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
